On Wednesday nights, our children are learning their way through 

the Fruit of the Spirit. We’re taking one word each week and 

learning about what it means and a Bible story or scripture that 

helps exemplify that fruit. So far, we’ve learned about love, joy, 

and peace. It’s my hope that, by the end of this semester, our 

children will be able to list at least part (if not all) of the Fruit of 

the Spirit and better understand how to recognize some of those 

traits developing in their own lives. 
 

The Fruit of the Spirit wasn’t 

something that was greatly 

emphasized when I was a child 

(other than a song that helps me 

remember all of the fruit!), but as 

I have grown older and grown in 

my faith, I have become more 

and more aware of how 

important the concepts of love, 

joy, peace, patience, kindness, 

goodness, faithfulness, 

gentleness, and self-control are. 

While it’s easy to reduce these 

things to simple moral goals, 

these traits reflect the 

transformational work of God’s 

Spirit in our lives. 
 

The tricky thing about the Fruit of the Spirit (other than trying to 

determine whether to use singular or plural verbs and pronouns – 

it’s so confusing sometimes!) is that we don’t “grow” these things 

on our own. I can try to be more loving, to be more joyful, and to 

be more gentle, but if I don’t allow God to do that work within me, 

I wouldn’t get very far – and the transformation is never complete. 

As someone who loves to have a list so I can cross off what I’ve 

accomplished, that’s a tough thing to remember! 
 

As our children (and the teachers/helpers) learn and discuss the 

Fruit of the Spirit each week, it is my prayer that God will continue 

to grow these traits in each of them. God’s desire is for us to have 

these traits in our lives as we follow him. I think our church, our 

community, and our world could benefit from more people of all 

ages who are loving, joyful, peaceful, patient, kind, good, faithful, 

gentle, and self-controlled.
