Preparing for Sunday . . .

“Sorting Us Out”
Matthew 13:47-50

In our final sermon from Jesus’ kingdom
parables we get our hands dirty in the
messy work of sorting fish. We won’t
sort the fish so much as we are the fish
that the gospel has caught with a far-
reaching net. Jesus said the kingdom is
like a net that is thrown into the sea and
catches fish of every kind. The fish are
then sorted. The good fish are kept and
the bad are discarded. This is a simple
analogy, but Jesus doesn’t tell us how the
fish are judged to be good or bad. When
we are left to wonder what Jesus meant it
is a good idea to look at how Jesus lived.
We interpret his words by his life. Doing
so, we notice the people Jesus spent time
with and see that Jesus, the fisherman,
may keep a lot more fish than we would.
